Confidentiality and Access Agreement

 For Volunteers

I am a volunteer in support of the Austin Independent School District’s We CARE Dropout Recovery Initiative. Because of the nature of my volunteer position, I may have limited access to certain student record information.

I hereby agree that I will access student records of only those students directed by the staff of the Office of Dropout Prevention.

I understand that any unauthorized disclosure of confidential information is prohibited as provided in the federal Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 (FERPA), 20 U.S.C. 1232 eg. seq. and in the implementing federal regulations found in 34 CFR Part 99.  FERPA is specifically incorporated into the Texas Public Information Act (formerly known as the Open Records Act).  It is listed as an exception to records that are subject to disclosures to the public.

I hereby affirm that any student data of which I have knowledge will be kept strictly confidential, and I will not disclose any student’s confidential information to anyone other than a District employee with a legitimate educational need to know. Except for a copy of the confidentiality agreement, I will not maintain copies of any materials containing student information associated with the dropout recovery initiative. At the conclusion of my assistance with the dropout recovery effort, all materials with student information will be returned to the AISD Office of Dropout Prevention.

I understand that any intentional, knowing, or negligent release of confidential student information to unauthorized persons may also subject me to a legal cause of action for violation of an individual’s civil rights in addition to state or federal criminal penalties.
