	Students make a giant map of Canada with each group choosing a province.  Using different forms of visuals students should illustrate the following information:  major cities, landforms, climate, ethnic groups, languages, and cultures, economic activities, famous people, products, or sights.  In conclusion, students would either recommend

or not recommend their province for living and business/or industry. (p. 487)

Organize students into several groups and assign each group a time period in Canadian history. Determine reasonable time periods-perhaps 50- or 100-year increments starting in 1600. Using several sheets of butcher paper, have groups construct a time line. Direct groups to research their time periods and select 10 important events to enter on the time line. Have group representatives write their selections on the time line along with annotations explaining the event. Have the students present their time lines to the class. (p.492)

Have students form into groups and develop a list of consequences that might result if Quebec were indeed to separate from the rest of Canada. They should consider such issues as the impact on the economy of Quebec and of the other provinces, how transportation and communication across the new national borders would take place, how Canada’s government would have to change, and what changes would affect people in their daily lives. Ask for representatives to offer the group’s predictions. As a class, discuss which predictions are most likely to come true if Quebec does secede.  In addition you could have students compare what could occur in Canada with the U.S. events that happened during the Civil War when  the South seceded.
