ADVISORIES STANDARDS FOR 2009-2010
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Result Statement:  Implement advisories in 6th through 8th grades at all middle schools to assist students in developing life-long social skills reflected in the AISD Character Education Touchstone.

Purpose:  To provide structure and opportunity for academic and social support by building a strong school connection and a personal relationship with a caring adult at school.

Standards:

All middle schools will have an advisory build into their schedule to integrate, model, reinforce, and assess the character attributes established in the AISD Character Education curriculum
· All middle schools administrator and counselor will commit and support advisories

· All middle schools will have an advisory coordinator that will organize and support the advisory implementation

· All middle schools will have a teacher team that will meet monthly to plan ideas for advisories

· All middle schools will organize an opportunity for students and parents to have a voice in planning advisories

· All middle schools will include their advisory plan in their Campus Improvement Plan

· All middle schools will communicate with parents monthly on advisory topics
All middle schools will identify academic needs for every student     

· All middle schools will group advisories based on student needs 

· All middle schools will create a diverse community that students will feel safe and valued

· All advisory teachers will receive ongoing professional development to include Character Education, Star Report, Gradespeed and campus-based training

· All advisory teachers will utilize tools such as Star Report, Gradespeed, TAKS profiles, to assist individual students in developing academic goals and monitoring their own progress

· All students will have opportunities for individual student conferences based on academic needs 

· All students will have opportunities for community and service learning
All middle schools will identify social needs for every student     

· All students will have opportunities for developing personal relationship with caring adult

· All students will use activities such as focus groups, journal writing, and reflections to monitor social and emotional academic learning 
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
