Result Statement:  Develop and implement effective instructional systems for English Language Learners.
Purpose:  

· Establish a transition model for English Language Learners from elementary to middle school.

· Create a research-based instructional teaching model in all core areas

· Train all teachers in transitional and instructional models

· Communicate expectations in transitional and instructional models

Standards:

All middle schools will have appropriate courses built in their schedule to provide grade appropriate TEKS, and appropriately place English Language Learners based on the LPAC decisions.
All middle schools will have teacher teams that will meet monthly to plan instructional strategies for English Language Learners.

All middle schools will group students in ESL Language Arts to provide optimum language support with a 10:1 ratio for newcomer students. 

All middle schools will create a diverse community that students’ and their culture will feel safe and valued.

All teachers will utilize tools such as Star Report, Gradespeed, TAKS profiles, LPAS to assist individual students in developing academic goals and monitoring their own progress.

All students will use activities such as journal writing, textbook strategies, one to one discussion and reflections to promote language development in listening, speaking, reading and writing. 
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
