3. Support and coordinate the work and professional

development of Austin ISD’s Parent Support

Specialists and provide guidance and support to other

District staff working with parents.

The Austin ISD Parent Support Office works to coordinate these

efforts to address school/student performance, align them to the

District focus, and make the work accountable.

The Austin ISD Parent Support Office provides support to schools in their vertical team configurations. A vertical team is a high school and all the middle and elementary schools that feed into it.  The Parent Support Coordinators develop and maintain links

between schools within a vertical team; with schools and vertical teams District-wide; and with schools and District/community resources.
