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Austin Independent School District
Compulsory Attendance Policy
· The state compulsory attendance law requires a student between the ages of 6 and 18, as well as students enrolled in prekindergarten and kindergarten, to attend school and District-required tutorial sessions unless the student is otherwise legally exempted or excused.

· State law allows school districts to revoke for the remainder of the school the enrollment of a person who has more than five unexcused absences in a semester.

· AISD policy is:  Campus staff may initiate a withdrawal for nonattendance of an elementary student only after recovery interventions have not been successful, and laws, rules and policies concerning compulsory attendance have been implemented. Campus staff may initiate withdrawal procedures when a student has at least 10 consecutive unexplained (school day) absences and must initiate withdrawal of a student for nonattendance for 20 or more consecutive unexplained (school day) absences. In addition to the above, the attendance officer and/or principal have/has made and documented repeated unsuccessful attempts to locate the student and /or recover the student to school.
· Upon school withdrawal, the student’s presence on school property thereafter is then authorized and may be considered trespassing.

· School employees must investigate and report violations of the state compulsory attendance law.

Legal Notice Regarding Compulsory Attendance Law

The District will notify parents/guardians if a student is required to attend school and fails to do so for three days or parts of days without an excuse during a four-week period.  This notice will include the following information:
1. Parents /guardians are responsible for monitoring their child’s school attendance and for 

    requiring  the student to attend school.

2. Parents/guardians are subject to criminal prosecution.
3. Parents/guardians need to request a conference with school officials to discuss the absences.

This District may file a complaint against the parent(s)/guardian(s) and /or student in a justice or municipal court if a student in required to attend school and fails to do so without an excuse on 3 or more days or parts of days within a four-week period.

AISD must file a complaint against the parent(s)/guardian(s) and /or student in a justice or municipal court if a student is required to attend school and fails to do so without an excuse on 10 or more days or parts of days within a six –month period during 2010-2011.
