Discussion points for Choice Sheet Presentation

· Connect with school counselor to find out when/where “Choice Sheet Night” is scheduled.
· Consider holding an information meeting to make parents aware of the importance of attending choice sheet night.
· The process varies campus to campus.  Some elementary counselors will have already had career pathways lessons with 5th grade students to determine their interest.
· It is important to share with parents that in some cases, the students will have already pre-selected their class selections based on the career pathway lesson outcomes.
· Parents should be aware of student’s previous year’s TAKS scores in each core content area.  They will be asked to initial if student will be selecting Pre-AP courses.
· Some middle schools will only allow students that have been identified as “commended performance” and/or met minimum standards in that core content area prior to Pre-AP class selection.
· Parents should understand if course selections are “yearlong” or  “semester” only.
· It is beneficial that if middle school offers “elective showcase” that parents be encouraged to attend so that they can become informed of all available opportunities for their child.
· Parents should also be informed of any pre-requisite for courses selected.
· If students  have not met minimum expectations on the TAKS Reading or Math test, parents should inquire about any possible intervention courses available.
· It would be a great idea for Parent Specialist to attend a “choice sheet night” in order that they may be better informed of this process if parents ask them for assistance and/or information. 

· Encourage parents to attend and be informed!!!
