RECOMMENDATION

That the Board approve the four contractual arrangements with the University of Texas AmeriCorps Program, totaling to $60,000.


BACKGROUND INFORMATION


Through the AmeriCorps for Community Engagement and Education (ACEE) program at the Charles A. Dana Center for Education Innovation, training and support services will be provided during the school day for four elementary schools:  Graham, Jordan, Winn and Walnut Creek.  The funding for the program comes from campus BTOs and individual campus Title I allocations.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

ACEE will provide 25 full-time, trained and supervised early literacy tutors (AmeriCorps members) to the four participating campuses.  Tutors receive weekly on-site training, modeling, support and supervision from ACEE literacy specialists. Each full time ACEE tutor will contribute 1700 hours of direct service to their assigned school.

This one-to-one, bilingual, TEKS-based tutoring will be provided to approximately 250 kindergarten and first grade struggling readers. Tutors plan individualized lessons following a TEKS based lesson framework that reflects best practices in early literacy acquisition. ACEE works closely with campus curriculum specialists/literacy coaches and teachers who identify focus children to receive one-to-one tutoring. 

ACEE tutors will also conduct a literacy based Family Fun Night at each participating campus over the course of the year.
