RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees approve the revision of Policy FD Local.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Under current policy students new to the District who exhibit foreign language proficiency without prior instruction are treated differently than our In-District students.  Students new to the District may take campus course final exams in order to earn credit and placement in advanced level courses.  However, In-District students who demonstrate the same proficiency are required to take Credit by Exam for Acceleration through UT or Texas Tech Distance Learning in order to earn the same credit.

The State Recommended Graduation Plan and the State Distinguished Achievement Plan (DAP) requires that students earn credit in Level I and II (and III for DAP) in Languages Other Than English.  Because many students who are already fluent in a language wish to acquire instruction and credit in advanced levels of languages, our current policy needs to be revised in order to better serve this population.  

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


Middle School and High School principals recommend that when a student enters grade seven through twelve and exhibits a classroom performance in a foreign language that indicates that he or she should be placed in Level Two or higher of the same foreign language, the student should be given a course final examination in order to determine level of proficiency for placement.
