RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees adopt the agreement for the purchase of attendance credits from the State (Attachment 1).




BACKGROUND INFORMATION


The administration is estimating that the District will need to purchase approximately 37,000 attendance credits in 2003-2004.  The District has the option of purchasing these attendance credits either from the State, or other school districts, or a combination of both.


The Board has approved the purchase of attendance credit from 58 districts; however, only 39 chose to partner with Austin ISD.  These 39 districts have approximately 33,000 attendance credits.  As a result, the District will need to purchase approximately 4,000 attendance credits from the State.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


When the District conducted its Chapter 41 election, the voters approved either purchasing attendance credits from other districts or from the State.  In 2002-2003, there were approximately 100 Chapter 41 districts.  This year there are approximately 130.  As a result of the increase in the number of Chapter 41 districts, more districts are chasing an even smaller pool of available attendance credits, resulting in the need to purchase attendance credits from the State.
