Approval of Sale of AISD Property Located at Webb Middle School (EL-9)

RECOMMENDATION 


That the Board of Trustees authorize the administration to enter into a contract of sale with Austin Christian Educational Foundation for the purchase of an approximate 0.47-acre portion of the Webb Middle School property located at the northeast corner of Huntland Drive an Twin Crest Drive (see Exhibits “A” and “B”), that the Board declare the subject property to be considered surplus and approve the use of the sale proceeds to fund capital improvement projects and site acquisitions.


BACKGROUND INFORMATION


St. Francis School is located at 300 E. Huntland Drive. It is a nondenominational school that serves a diverse community and also serves as a resource for learning-disabled students.  In January 1999, the school approached the district with an offer to lease the tract located at the northeast corner of Huntland Drive and Twin Crest Drive for use as a preschool playground (see Exhibits “A” and “B”).  At this time, the Board of Trustees authorized the administration to advertise this property for lease.  St. Francis’ bid of $475 per month with a four-percent annual escalator was accepted and the AISD entered into a five-year lease agreement with St. Francis School. 


In July 2003, the school requested that the District consider an offer to purchase the tract.  With the school planning the addition of a new gymnasium to its facility on Huntland Drive, they wanted a more permanent arrangement on the playground property.  This option, along with a lease option, was presented to the Board of Trustees on August 11, 2003 and October 27, 2003, in Executive Session.  The Board directed the administration to request bids for the sale of the property.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION


AISD’s notice of intent to sell the property located at Webb Middle School was publicly advertised in the Austin American Statesman on the weekends of November 23 and 30, 2003.  The bid documents were prepared by AISD attorneys.


The deadline for receipt of bids was 2:00 p.m. December 16, 2003, in the offices of AISD Construction Management.  The District received one bid from Austin Christian Educational Foundation for the purchase of the property.  The offer exceeds the estimated fair-market value indicated in the most recent real-estate appraisal, which was commissioned by the AISD in July 2003.


The property sale has been discussed with the Webb principal and selected faculty members and was favorably received.


The subject property has been determined to be no longer needed by AISD for educational or school purposes, and accordingly can be regarded as surplus.  To satisfy legal requirements, along with its approval of the sale of the property, the Board will need to officially declare them to be surplus.
