RECOMMENDATIONS

That the Board approve the attached order calling for a general election on May 15, 2004.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Board of Trustees has the authority to call a General Election for the selection of trustees.  Candidate filing for open Board positions begins Monday, February 16, 2004.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

State law requires that the Board take action to call the election at least sixty-two (62) days prior to the date of the election. 

By adopting the Order, the Board will call the election for May 15, 2004 (Section 1); set forth the manner of the conduct of the election (Section 2); direct that the required notices be in English and Spanish (Section 3); appoint Dr. Zoe Griffith as the Custodian of Records for AISD and establish her duties as Custodian (Section 4); and provide for the notice of election (Section 5), the authorization to the President of the Board to execute the Order (Section 6), and declaring that the Order is effective immediately upon it passage and approval (Section 7).

AISD is currently working with the County, ACC, and the Barton Springs Aquifer/Conservation District to develop a joint election agreement that addresses early voting dates and times, designation of election precincts, designation of polling places, and appointment of election officials including precinct judges and other required officials to conduct the election.  Any such agreement will be brought to the Board in the near future for its review and approval.
