RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees of the Austin Independent School District approves the Safe and Drug-Free Schools and Communities grant application by Bedichek Middle School to the Criminal Justice Division of the Governor’s Office.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Criminal Justice Division of the Governor’s Office receives funding from the U.S. Department of Education to solicit applications for projects that provide services to children, youth, and families that help prevent drug use and promote safety in schools and communities under the state fiscal year 2005 grant cycle.  The purpose of the SDFSC Act Fund Program is to support projects that prevent violence in and around schools; prevent the illegal use of alcohol, tobacco, and drugs; involve parents and communities; and coordinate related Federal, State, local, school and community efforts and resources to foster a safe and drug-free learning environment that supports student academic achievement.

Bedichek Middle School is submitting a proposal that provides prevention information for all students, additional support for at-risk students, and increases knowledge and awareness of drug, alcohol and violence issues for teachers and parents.  The grant will be for the 2004-2005 school year.
