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Bid B04-013 on Automotive Parts – Aftermarket, For Vehicles Greater Than 10,000 GVWR - a

RECOMMENDATION  

That awards be made to AB&T Air, Inc., Arnold Oil Company, Carquest Auto Parts, Chalk’s Truck Parts, Fleet Pride, Longhorn Bus Sales, Longhorn International Trucks, Lone Star Brake & Clutch, and Texas Alternator Service for supply agreements for automotive parts – aftermarket, for vehicles greater than 10,000 lb. GVWR.  The term of the contracts shall be for twelve (12) months with options to extend for up to two additional twelve (12) month periods.  The estimated total annual expenditure is $150,000.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION  

This is a routine item.  Sealed bids were solicited for automotive aftermarket parts for vehicles greater than 10,000 lb. GVWR to be utilized by Transportation Department and the Service Center in maintaining AISD vehicles. Specifications require parts to be delivered to the various AISD facilities within forty-eight (48) hours of notification.

Bidders offered a percentage discount from published price schedules.  By soliciting discount-from-list bids for categories of commonly used parts, pricing can be established for thousands of items without having to forecast specific items to be purchased.  

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

A representative list of commonly used parts within each category was evaluated on a net price basis to determine low bids. The recommended vendors have satisfactorily furnished parts in the past.

Bid instructions stated awards will be made by category and provided for awards to be made to Primary and Secondary suppliers in order to assure a source for parts in a reasonable length of time.  When more than one complete bid was received for a category, the low bid is recommended as Primary and the second low bid is recommended as Secondary. For those categories when only one complete bid was received, the complete bid is recommended as Primary and the incomplete bid offering the greater number of items meeting specifications is recommended as Secondary. Transportation Department personnel evaluated the bids and recommended the awards.  Pricing has not changed appreciably since the last bid.
