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Interlocal Agreement with Central Texas Purchasing Alliance - c

RECOMMENDATION  

That the Board of Trustees approves the attached Interlocal Contract/Agreement with the Central Texas Purchasing Alliance (CTPA) for an interlocal governmental cooperative purchasing program.  The agreement provides for automatic annual renewal unless cancelled by either party.  The CTPA administrative fee, if any, to be a nominal, basic cost to all participating Districts established by the Alliance in order to offset costs incurred on behalf of the CTPA.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION  

Authority to participate in an interlocal governmental cooperative program is granted by the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Government Code, Sections 791.001 to 791.029 of the Government Code, V.T.C.A., as amended. Participation in the program is on a voluntary basis when in the best interest of the Austin Independent School District.

The purpose of CTPA is to share purchasing opportunities for goods and services and to exchange purchasing related services methods and knowledge; improve the efficiency, effectiveness and economy of procurement processes; facilitate the exchange of purchasing knowledge processes and documents; and in sharing of purchasing services that will ultimately lead to the efficiencies and potential savings that will be highly beneficial to the taxpayers of the district.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

The CTPA offers its cooperative purchasing program to any purchasing governmental entity that is authorized to enter into an interlocal agreement.  Currently the following schools are participating in CTPA: Bastrop ISD, Comal ISD, Del Valle ISD, Eanes ISD, Georgetown ISD, Hays CISD, Lake Travis ISD, Leander ISD, Round Rock ISD, Schertz-Cibolo-Universal City ISD and Wimberley ISD.
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
