WHEREAS, the Austin Independent School District acknowledges its obligation to pay participation fees, if any, to be established by the Alliance in order to offset costs incurred on behalf of the Alliance;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE AUSTIN INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT,  Austin, Texas:

Section I. 

The Agreement is hereby in all things approved.

Section II. 

The Director of Materials Management of the Austin Independent School is hereby designated to act for the District in all matters relating to the Central Texas Purchasing Alliance including the designation of specific contracts in which the District desires to participate.

Section III.
