Contract for Steps to a Healthier US Initiative
Between the

City of Austin

And

Austin Independent School District (AISD)

RECITALS:

The CITY has received United States Department of Health and Human Services grant funds from the Centers of Disease Control and Prevention-National Center for Chronic Disease Prevention and Health Promotion for Asthma, Diabetes, Obesity, Nutrition, Physical Activity, and Tobacco exposure related services.

The CITY has authorized the expenditure of such funds for the program entitled Austin/Travis County Health and Human Services Department (HHSD) Office of the Health Authority Program.

The City has designated the HHSD as the department responsible for the administration of this Contract and all matters pertaining thereto, and the Purchasing Office of the Financial Services Department as the department responsible for the execution of contract documents.

TERMS:

SECTION 1.


PARTIES TO THE CONTRACT

This Contract is between the City of Austin, Texas, (CITY) and Austin Independent School District (AISD), 1111 W. 6th Street, Austin, TX  78703 (CONTRACTOR).

SECTION 2.


CONTRACT PERIOD

This Contract shall be in effect from September 22, 2003 through and including September 21, 2004.  

SECTION 3.


SERVICE PERFORMANCE AND BUDGET

A. The CONTRACTOR shall perform all the activities and services set out in the Project Plan, attached hereto as Attachment A, and the Performance Measures and Delivery Schedule (PMDS), attached hereto as Attachment B.

B. The CITY agrees to reimburse the CONTRACTOR for services rendered and 

actual expenses incurred in accordance with the PMDS (Attachment B), and the Categorical Budget, attached hereto as Attachment C.  The contract amount is the CITY'S total obligation for reimbursement hereunder, and shall not exceed $165,600.
C. The CONTRACTOR agrees to assist The CITY in designing the Youth Risk Behavior Surveillance System survey instrument and selecting schools for sampling.  

D. The CONTRACTOR shall establish a Staff Wellness Program for all AISD employees within a mutually agreed upon timeframe and agrees to recruit and hire Wellness Coordinator, review, develop, and implement a staff wellness model, and track and report participation level and specific outcome measures per grant proposal.

E. The CONTRACTOR shall identify pilot schools for Daily Physical Education and Healthy Food Choice initiatives and track and report participation level and specific outcome measures per grant proposal in Physical Education and Healthy Food Choice initiatives.

F. The CONTRACTOR agrees to expand RN Case Management programs to include all students with diabetes and asthma in AISD within specified timeframe and shall include family risk factor identification for development of targeted family behavior focused education, shall expand identification and focused case management of students at-risk for diabetes who have more than 2 risk factors, and shall identify students and families with environmental tobacco smoke exposure in the home and make appropriate referrals.

G. The CONTRACTOR agrees to participate in the development of plans to sustain health service initiatives through Children’s Wellness institute and shall develop an overall database to measure, report, and analyze outcome measures and shall provide resources and share information with other participating school districts and private schools as requested.

H. The CONTRACTOR agrees to continue to implement tobacco control programs (TNT) in AISD schools within the proposed timeframes and shall collaborate with partner agencies to increase tobacco cessation and decrease tobacco initiation within AISD

I. The CONTRACTOR agrees to participate fully in a STEPS-wide independent, external evaluation to examine and document effectiveness of this cooperative agreement program and any STEPS mandated program while under contract.  

SECTION 4.


REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

A. CONTRACTOR shall submit to CITY performance report(s) identified in

SECTION 8 below, and other fiscal/program reports as the CITY may require.  Report submission date(s), shown in Attachment D are biannual for the year term of the grant contract, Performance Reports, are the date(s) by which the report(s) must be received by the CITY HHSD.  Report forms and instructions for completion are included in Attachment D.

B. CONTRACTOR shall document the actual amount of contract funding used to 

provide services to women, infants, and children on the Women, Infants, and Children Certification Form included in the Contract Close-Out Report in Attachment D.  

C. Should CONTRACTOR fail to submit to CITY in a timely and satisfactory 

manner any report required by this contract, the CITY may withhold all payments otherwise due to CONTRACTOR.  If the CITY withholds such payments, it shall notify CONTRACTOR in writing of its decision and the reasons therefore.  Payments withheld pursuant to this paragraph may be withheld by CITY until such time as the delinquent reports for which funds are withheld are provided by CONTRACTOR.

SECTION 5.


SPECIAL CONDITIONS

A. CONTRACTOR agrees to pursue expenditure of the funds identified in 

SECTION 3 as soon as practical in accordance with Attachments A, B and C, so as to ensure funds are fully utilized by contract end date.  CONTRACTOR understands this contract cannot be extended beyond the period stated in SECTION 2.

B. CONTRACTOR shall provide the CITY and e-mail address for official 

communications.

C. All program income shall be committed to the project and used to further eligible 

project objectives.

D. The HHS Appropriations Act requires that to the greatest extent practicable, all 

equipment and products purchased with funds made available under this contract should be American-made.

E. The HHS Appropriations Act requires that when issuing statements, press 

releases, requests for proposals, bid solutions, and other documents describing projects or programs funded in whole or in part with Federal money, all grantees receiving Federal Funds, including but not limited to State and local governments, shall clearly state the percentage of the total cost of the program or project which will be financed with Federal money, the dollar amount of Federal funds for the project or program, and percentage and dollar amount of the total cost of the project or program that will be financed by non-governmental resources.

F. By June 30, 2004, CONTRACTOR shall submit to the CITY written 

documentation of the results of the Family/Child Lifetime Physical Activity Initiative.  

G. By June 30, 2004, CONTRACTOR shall submit to CITY a written plan of action 

For the development of parent/child nutrition education program with behavior focused education.  

H. By September 30, 2004, CONTRACTOR shall submit to CITY a written report 

documenting the identification and focused case management of students at-risk for diabetes.  

SECTION 6.
COMPLIANCE WITH FEDERAL, STATE AND LOCAL LAWS

The CONTRACTOR shall comply with all prevailing, applicable federal, state, and local 

laws and rules governing the performance of this contract.  It shall be the 

CONTRACTOR'S responsibility to identify those publications which apply to 

CONTRACTOR'S service provision and demonstrate compliance therein.  For assistance 

in obtaining copies of applicable documents, CONTRACTOR may contact the CITY 

designated Contract Manager.  

SECTION 7.
GRANT CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS

CITY and CONTRACTOR agree to comply with the Grant Contract Terms and 

Conditions dated June 12, 2001, attached hereto as Attachment G.  

SECTION 8.
CONTRACT ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Contract, together with the below referenced attachments, constitutes the entire 

agreement between the parties hereto, and any prior agreement, assertion, statement, 

understanding, or other commitment antecedent to this Contract, whether written or oral, 

shall have no force or effect whatsoever; nor shall any agreement, assertion, statement, 

understanding, or other commitment occurring during the term of this Contract, or 

subsequent thereto, have any legal force or effect whatsoever unless properly executed in 

writing and, if appropriate, recorded as an amendment to this Contract.
