RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees approve the Interlocal Agreement (see Exhibit “A”) between AISD and the City of Austin for use of City of Austin parkland for the placement of portables at Kealing Junior High School.


BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Shortly after it became apparent that sixth grade would be added at Kealing, the district initiated negotiations to seek approval for use of City of Austin parkland for the placement of additional portables to serve the Kealing campus. In December of 2002, the Land and Facilities Subcommittee of the Parks Board approved the concept of allowing use of the parkland in exchange for AISD providing the Parks and Library Departments the use of two AISD portable buildings on AISD property to facilitate the continued operation of the Carver Library during construction of the Library and Museum. The subcommittee approved the concept in December 2002, and the Parks Board gave its approval in January of 2003. The agreement was subsequently formalized and approved unanimously by the Austin City Council on December 4, 2003.   


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


The addition of the four portable buildings on City of Austin parkland will make a total of six portables (12 rooms) available for use by Kealing beginning in the fall of 2004-05. The term of the agreement is for six years. It is expected that the library and museum construction will be completed this spring and that the AISD portables will be returned by April of 2004.
