RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees approve the 2003-2004 Interlocal Agreements between AUSTIN ISD and (1 and 2) the City of Austin and (3) Travis County. 




BACKGROUND INFORMATION


For a number of years, the district has worked in partnership with the City of Austin, to provide Adult Basic Education (ABE) Program Services for adults in the Austin Community as well as child care services for Crockett High teen parents.  Also AISD has an ongoing commitment to allow the Travis County Clerk to use space in AISD 83 facilities to administer elections.  District procedures now require Board approval for all Interlocal Agreements. 


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


Interlocal Agreement (1) with The City of Austin Health and Human Services Department (Attachment A)


Since 1975, the City of Austin has provided funds for 
AISD school-based programs and services for adults.  This year, the Austin City Council approved $97,419.00 for English as a Second Language (ESL) services and Basic Education (ABE) classes which lead to achieving a GED.  Overall, this program will serve approximately 1154 adult students.  


Interlocal Agreement (2) with the City of Austin Health and Human Services Department (Attachment B) 


Effective October 2001, the City of Austin entered into a contract with AISD to provide childcare services at Crockett High School.  This year, the city is renewing the agreement to provide $39,440.00 for up to 8 full time child care spaces for children from infant through five years old. 


Interlocal Agreements (3) with Travis County (Attachment C)


Annually, the Travis County Clerk request the use of space in AISD facilities to conduct elections at times and places mutually agreed upon by both parties.  The County reimburses AISD for the cost of providing custodial services necessary to make the space available.  The County uses 79 schools for elections only and 4 schools for elections and receiving substations on election night.  This agreement shall have an effective date of January 24, 2004 through September 30, 2004.
