RECOMMENDATION
The administration recommendation is that the Board of Trustees approve 6th grade at Martin Middle School from Allan, Govalle and Metz Elementary Schools.  




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The strategy to add sixth grade to Martin Junior High was a plan contained within the Johnston Comprehensive Academic Plan presented to the Board of Trustees on January 17, 2002 at a Board Work Session and approved on February 23, 2002.  This action was necessary to successfully build a K-12 International Baccalaureate Programme.  The Board also directed the staff to study and make recommendations for the remaining schools during the 2002-2003 school year.  The remaining elementary schools are Allan, Allison, Govalle, Metz and Zavala.  On January 13, 2003, a report of this task force went forth to the Board of Trustees for discussion.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


Facilities

Dr. Fuentes and staff have determined that Martin Middle School has the capacity to accommodate a total of 247 sixth grade students transferring from the Govalle (80), Allan (77), and Metz (90) elementary schools.  Currently, Martin Middle School is at 58% of permanent capacity.  Martin Middle School has 650 students enrolled.  With the addition of 247 sixth graders, the enrollment would be 897 total.  Martin’s capacity is approximately 1000 students.



Transportation Implications

Transportation costs for transporting eligible students living out of the two-mile radius from Govalle and Allan will cost approximately $75,000.  Most students attending Metz Elementary live within the Martin Middle School neighborhood and will walk to school.

· Transportation cost of between $50,000 and $75,000

· Library cost of between $10,000 and &15,000
