BACKGROUND INFORMATION

TEA authorizes districts to offer courses that are “innovative” and do not have an assigned TEA course number on file.  A district must apply to TEA in order to be authorized to offer innovative courses that apply toward graduation. TEA requires that districts reapply for reauthorization after a specified time. Early Childhood Professions, Parenting Education for School Age Parents, MIP, and DCP are currently offered in AISD and are up for renewal. Sports/Entertainment Marketing and Introduction to Veterinary Assistant Technician will be new offerings to support existing pathways. The CATE department anticipates that these courses will have full enrollment and will not require additional staff.  These courses fit into the Recommended Plan and will provide additional options for our students in these areas.
