BACKGROUND INFORMATION

For forty-six years National Youth Art Month has been celebrated across the United States.  The Austin Independent School District has historically participated in and celebrated this by displaying students’ artwork throughout the district and city. 

In honor of Youth Art Month, three major art activities were planned for the district and were supported by partners of the AISD Art Program.  The theme, “Art Sparks The Magic In Your Imagination” was adopted for this year’s T-shirt. “Art  . . the Heart  of Learning,”  was the theme of the billboard design.

Zepher Jarmon, sixth  grade art student at Barton Hills Elementary School, designed the 2003 Art T-Shirt.  A committee of art educators chose her design from over 100 entries in this competition.

Crystal Ortiz, third grade art student at Barrington Elementary School, created the design selected to be reproduced on ten billboards throughout Austin.  For many years the Austin Independent School District has been extremely fortunate to have billboards throughout the city displaying students’ artwork donated by Reagan National Advertising, AISD art partner. Austin Area Teachers Federal Credit Union, another AISD art partner, has donated the printing charges.

For the sixteenth year, the Districtwide Art Exhibit is taking place at One Congress Plaza.  An opening reception honoring students and teachers will be held on February 23, 2003.  This exhibit commemorates “National Youth Art Month” in Austin.
