BACKGROUND INFORMATION


The AMC8 is a 25 question, 40 minute multiple choice examination in junior high and middle school mathematics designed to promote the development and enhancement of problem solving skills.    All USA, USA embassy, Canadian and foreign school students in grade 8 or below are eligible to participate.  High scoring students are invited to participate in the AMC10.

2,737 schools entered the Math Association of America 2003 AMC8.  A total of 158,309 students participated.  The average top score was 18.32.  Kealing Junior High 8th grader Albert Bayer was one of only 192 students to receive a perfect score of 25.  As a result, he will receive a Certificate of Distinction, an AMC8 Winner Pin (awarded to the student with the highest score from each school), a gold Certificate for Outstanding Achievement (as the top student from his school), and an AMC8 Honor Roll Certificate.
