Rationale for choice:

Strengths:

1. Course concepts and content:  The text covers the three primary areas of technology and how they break down into sub-groups. We found that the text was very well done and correlates well to what we are currently teaching and is full of new activities and information. The TEKS are correlated with the text.

2. Readability: The text is age appropriate and reader friendly and has clearly stated the vocabulary and definitions.  
3. Relevance: Each section states the benchmark for learning, the vocabulary, and reading strategies.  The information is current and covers the TEKS well. There are many activities that apply to real life situations. 

4. Integration of other subjects: The text uses Math, Reading, Language Arts, and Science in the sections and activities.

5. Assessment: Test are provided and a test generating CD-Rom are also a part of the teacher assessment tools.

6. Student Support Materials: The text has a student activity guide.  The Publisher has provided a web site with activities for students to engage in, to enrich their technological comprehension. Strengths:

1. Course concepts and content: The text teaches students about the nature of technology and its role in our lives. It provides information about the history and evolution of technology; the characteristics of technology; and its impact on our society, culture, economy, politics and environment. 

2. Readability: The text is clearly and concisely written using appropriate graphics and technical charts.
3. Relevance: Hands-on activities give students experience in designing and using technology. “Directed” activities provide step-by-step procedures. “Design and problem solving” activities guide students to use the problem-solving process to develop their own solutions. It uses the systems approach (input, process, output, feedback) to inform students about communication and bio-related technology.
4. Integration of other subjects: Cross-curricular activities in the Chapter Review pages relate technology to other subjects, such as science, mathematics, language arts and social studies. Career File feature in each chapter provide information about careers in technology and engineering.
