RECOMMENDATION

BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Cabinet has reviewed this Update and recommends no changes to the TASB’s information.

This is TASB’s first of two post-legislative policy updates.  The second update will address LEGAL policies only, and, therefore, does not require Board approval.  However, the Vantage Points update will be shared with the Board regarding Update 72 – which explains the changes to the LEGAL policies.

Under Policy Governance, the TASB Local policies are referred to as “District Policies” and are the responsibility of the Superintendent.  That is why this item is on the Consent Agenda.  As is stated in B/SR-4, #3, “As long as the Superintendent uses a reasonable interpretation of the Board’s Results and Executive Limitations polices, the Superintendent is authorized to establish all further policies, make all decisions, establish all practices and develop all activities the Superintendent deems appropriate to achieve the Board’s Results policies.”

The attached LOCAL policies are recommended for adoptions – with the following changes:

1. BQ (LOCAL) – this policy was deleted by the Board as part of a recent consent agenda item dealing with Policy Alignment – therefore the BQ (LOCAL) in Update 71 will be deleted.

2. DEE (LOCAL) – be amended to reflect action previously taken by the Board on November 24th in which the following sentence was added to the RECEIPTS REQUIRED paragraph of DEE (LOCAL), “Meals without receipts will be paid at the current per diem rate.”
3. FDD (LOCAL) – that the TRANSPORTATION paragraph be deleted due to confirmation from TASB Legal Services and TEA General Counsel that there is not a requirement to provide transportation.
