RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees receive final recommendations of the Official Media Systems/Textbook Adoption for Science, English as a Second Language, Career and Technology Education and Instructional Technology.


BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The textbook selection process for instructional materials under consideration began in 2003 and culminates with action by the Board of Trustees.  The AISD selection process has involved teachers, administrators, and citizens from across the city.

Each member of the District level Media Systems/Official Textbook Committee served as Chair of a Teacher Textbook Advisory Committee for a particular content area.  Chairs of the Instructional Media Systems/Textbook Adoption Committee and citizen members presented their Report of Instructional Media/Textbook Adoption recommendations on February 11, 2004 to the Superintendent and to the District’s Official Instructional Media/Textbook Adoption Advisory Committee.

To ensure that teachers, administrators, and citizens had access to the textbooks and instructional materials under consideration for adoption, the following occurred:

· Textbook publishers sampled campuses and provided materials for textbook advisory committee members (teachers and citizens).

· Sets of textbooks and materials were on display at the Texas Education Agency, Region XIII Education Service Center, AISD’s Science and Health Resource Center and the Baker Administrative Office Complex.

· All teachers were invited to view textbooks and instructional materials and provide feedback on an evaluation form to the appropriate Textbook Advisory Committee.  The committees reviewed all information.

· Members of the Citizens’ Advisory Committee were invited to preview textbooks and provide feedback to the appropriate Textbook Advisory Committee member(s) listed above.

· Most publishers offered orientation sessions for all teachers and interested citizens during the 2003 Fall semester.

· Publishers conducted one final textbook hearing for members of the advisory committees and the general public on January 27 and 28, 2004.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

Each official textbook committee member represented a larger sub-committee of teachers in each textbook/content area.  These sub-committees were charged with selecting textbook materials, which will be used as curriculum resources for at least seven years.  These resources must support the Austin ISD curriculum, District student performance expectations, and state curriculum and accountability standards.  Therefore, the materials were analyzed using guidelines which included alignment with the District curriculum, standards of quality, appropriateness for age of student and subject to be taught, reflection of multiple cultures in Austin ISD, motivational characteristics, and critical thinking skills.

Through individual reviews, campus faculty reviews, Instructional Media Systems/ Textbook Adoption Teacher Textbook Advisory Committee discussions, and Citizens Instructional Media Systems/Textbook Adoption Advisory members’ analyses, the members of the Official District Instructional Media Systems/Textbook Adoption Committee recommend the textbooks found in Table 1 below.

It is important to note that the State will purchase only a portion of instructional media/textbooks called for in Proclamation 2001.  As of January 2004, only Biology, AP Biology, and English as a Second Language for grades 3-5 will be funded, purchased, and provided to students in Austin ISD using state funds.
Preliminary budgets have been prepared for consideration in the local budget in the event that no additional state funding is forthcoming.  As of February 13, 2004, no TEA decision had been made regarding the unfunded texts.  Dr. Susan Barnes, Deputy Commissioner for Standards and Programs, noted that textbook funding may be discussed at an upcoming special Session and/or be considered in the next fiscal year.  In the table below, a projected fiscal note is provided for each unfunded textbook area.  AISD Administration is not seeking this amount of funding at this time.  Until more information is known about possible state funding, no local dollars will be requested.  However, it is very likely that during the 2004-2005 budget process, some funds will be requested for some of the unfunded textbooks.  If and when a budget proposal is presented, a prioritized budget proposal along with additional state funding information will be submitted for consideration.
