BACKGROUND INFORMATION


As a math teacher for 36 years, Edyth May Sliffe was instrumental in the success of her students.  Although her students received recognition, she did not.  She felt very strongly that teachers should also be recognized for their contributions to the education and achievement of their students.  When she died, her estate left in excess of a quarter of a million dollars to the Math Association of America (AMA).  The Edyth May Sliffe Awards for Distinguished Mathematics Teaching were established to recognize the excellence of teachers responsible for consistent student success. 

The AMA selects 5 teachers from each of ten competition regions to receive the Edyth May Sliffe Awards for Distinguished Mathematics Teaching.  Jason Ermer is being recognized for his contribution to the success of some of the highest scoring students on the American Math Competition 8 (AMC8). This competition includes schools from across the nation and Canada.  2,737 schools participated in the 2003 AMC8.  Mr. Ermer has been selected because of the outstanding performance of the top three Kealing Junior High students in each of the past three years including one student with a perfect score.  Their consistent excellent effort placed Kealing among the top schools in their region.

Mr. Ermer will receive a check for $100, an Edyth May Sliffe Award for Distinguished Junior High/Middle School Mathematics Teaching Certificate, a Sliffe Award Pin, an invitation to attend the annual National Council of Teachers of Mathematics (NCTM) meeting, and the publication of their names in the NCTM News Bulletin and MAA Focus.
