BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Department of Instructional Technology would like to enter into an interlocal agreement with Austin Community College to provide professional development leading to certification for 30 high school technology applications teachers and instructional staff who are not currently certified to teach these courses.  Additionally, Austin Community College will provide follow-up professional development to teachers who are currently certified in preparation for new curriculum and new textbooks. 


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


New certification standards from the State Board of Educator Certification require that any high school teacher who provides instruction to students in any of the following technology applications courses must be certified to do so:

· Desktop Publishing

· Digital Graphics and Animation

· Multimedia

· Video Technology

· Web Mastering

· Technology Applications Independent Study


As required by Results Policy 2.5:Technology Proficiency, the Department of Instructional Technology worked through the Education Service Center, Region 13 to certify 42 Austin ISD teachers in technology applications during the summer of 2003.  During the summer of 2004, The Department of Instructional Technology proposes to utilize Title II-D funds to partner with Austin Community College to certify an additional 30 Austin educators.  The expected outcome of the training, as required by Results Policy 2.5, is to promote equitable student opportunity to participate in rigorous technology courses and programs across the District.
