RECOMMENDATION

That the Board approve the order designating election precincts, polling places and other matters concerning the May 15, 2004 General Election.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Board has previously ordered a General Election for May 15, 2004.  The Board is required to designate precincts, polling places and officials for early voting and for Election Day for this election.  The Board is also authorized to enter into joint election agreements with political subdivisions conducting elections jointly with AISD on election day.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

State law requires that the Board designate the precincts, polling places, officials and other particulars concerning the election.  Further, the Board is required to approve Joint Election Agreements with participating political subdivisions conducting elections in the territory of AISD.

By adopting the Order, the Board will: (Section 1) establish precincts and polling places for use on election day; (Section 2) establish dates, times and places for early voting by personal appearance for the election and appoint early voting officials and procedures; (Section 3) designate Dana DeBeauvoir, the Travis County Clerk as the Joint Election Official; (Section 4) approve various Joint Election Agreements with participating political subdivisions including certain election services arrangements with the Travis County Clerk for this election.

This action is in the public interest.
