RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees award a contract in the amount of $76,600 to Quality Concrete Construction, for the exterior wall repairs and site-drainage improvements to Sanchez Elementary School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The scope of work includes exterior masonry wall repairs, roof drainage and site drainage improvements. The masonry repairs include limited removal and replacement of damaged brick; removal and replacement of sealant joints in masonry walls; limited repair of damaged sealant joints at windows and doorframes and air vents; and installation of vent hoods at restroom exhaust vents. Roof- drainage improvement work includes installation of new gutters, downspouts and concrete splash blocks. The site-drainage improvements include regrading and installation of sod to provide positive drainage away from the building, installation of an area drain inlet with below grade pipe to an existing storm drain inlet below the building and installation of pave tiles around the new drain inlet.

Funds for this project are available from the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program and the AISD Construction Management Department’s annual maintenance and operations budget.  The 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program construction budget for exterior wall sealant repairs is $24,822. AISD Construction Management Department’s annual maintenance and operations budget will fund the remaining $51,778.

ADMINISTRATION CONSIDERATION

This project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  A pre-bid conference was held at Sanchez Elementary School on January 28, 2004, at 10:00 A.M., and a public bid opening was held in the offices of the Construction Management Department on February 5, 2004.
