RECOMMENDATION


That a contract be awarded to W. K. Jennings Electric Company, Inc. in the amount of $64,821.00 for the installation of the air- conditioning system, stand-by electrical generator and related components for the Telecommunication Main Distribution Frame (MDF) Switch Room at Crockett High School. 




BACKGROUND INFORMATION


The Main Distribution Frame (MDF) located in the Telecommunications Main Distribution Frame (MDF) Switch Room at Crockett High School is a central component of the AISD Wide Area Network (WAN) and telecommunications network. The District’s core information technology voice and data systems rely heavily on the constant availability of the AISD WAN making it necessary to maintain an off-site data storage facility and disaster recovery site. This off-site data storage and disaster recovery facility (Crockett Telecommunications MDF Switch Room) requires the installation of additional network hardware and servers, which in turn, requires an additional air-conditioning unit and back-up electrical power generator system in case the electrical service to the building is lost.

AISD Office of Construction Management has solicited the professional services of Johnson Consulting Engineers, Inc. to assist in designing and engineering the specifications for the required air-conditioning system and the stand-by electrical generator that would keep the network components and the air- conditioning systems in operation in case of a power shortage at Crockett High School.

The scope of work includes supplying and installing new air- conditioning equipment; installation of a new lay-in ceiling complete with a new support grid and ceiling tiles; purchase and installation of a stand-by electrical generator station, transfer gear, and all related piping, electrical and control work for a complete project.


Funding for this project will be provided from the Network Systems and Support Department’s annual operating budget.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION


The project was advertised in accordance with state law and Board policy. A public bid opening was held on Tuesday, March 4, 2003, at 2:00 PM in the office of AISD’s Construction Management Department, and the following bids were received:
