Innovative Course Application for 2003-2004

RECOMMENDATION

That the Board approve the application of Anderson High School to teach Sports Medicine I and II as an innovative course during the 2003-2004 school year.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Texas Education Agency allows school districts to apply annually for innovative courses, and to evaluate and renew existing innovative courses.  This application process occurs each February.  However, the Texas Education Agency has extended its application timeline to April.   Anderson High School is the only school, which submitted an application to add an innovative course.   Sports Medicine I and Sports Medicine II will be offered for state elective credit, earning one credit per course.  These courses will provide the student the opportunity to study the components of sports medicine and apply the knowledge in practical experiences.  The components include but are not limited to: careers in sports medicine, organizational and administrative considerations, athletic injury prevention, athletic injury evaluation, athletic injury treatment and care, injury rehabilitation and management, taping and bandaging, first aid, cardiopulmonary resuscitation, emergency procedures, nutrition, sports psychology, human anatomy and physiology, therapeutic modalities and therapeutic exercise.    

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

Pursuant to Texas Administrative Code, Section 74.27 a school district may develop innovative or other locally designed courses to enable students to master knowledge, skills and competencies not included in the required Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) curriculum.   Sports Medicine I and II fall within that category.  The Department of Curriculum supports this application for Sports Medicine I and II to be offered for state elective credit.
