ORDER AMENDING POLLING PLACES, ESTABLISHING 

ADDITIONAL MOBILE EARLY VOTING DATES, TIMES AND PLACES, APPOINTING ELECTION OFFICIALS AND AMENDING AND ADOPTING

CERTAIN JOINT AGREEMENTS FOR THE MAY 15, 2004, GENERAL ELECTION 

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees (the "Board") of the Austin Independent School District (the "District") has called a general election for certain trustees for May 15, 2004 (the “Election”); and,


WHEREAS, the Board has previously established the polling places to be utilized on election day for each of the election precincts, but where several of the polling places for Travis County Precinct Numbers 104, 126, 208, 210, 230, 253, 267, 310, 315, 321, 435, 441 and  449 have since become unavailable and must be changed; and


WHEREAS, the Board desires to establish certain additional mobile early voting locations to be utilized for in person early voting in the Election; and,

WHEREAS, the Board is required to designate certain officials to conduct various aspects of the Election and those designees have only recently been provided to the District by the County Clerk who will be conducting the election for the District; and,

WHEREAS, the Leander Independent School District (“LISD”) has determined that it will cancel its general election and withdraw from the joint election agreement entered into with the District; and,

WHEREAS, the Agreement to Conduct Joint Elections Between Travis County, Barton Springs Edwards Aquifer Conservation District, Austin Community College District, City of Austin and the District (“Joint Election Agreement”) previously adopted by the Board must be modified to reflect cancellation of elections by Barton Springs Edwards Aquifer Conservation district, the inclusion of City of Volente, Manor Independent School District, and Northwest Austin Municipal Utility District #1, amendment of various provisions to facilitate the holding of the elections, and to finalize some of the cost estimates associated with the Joint Election Agreement; and, 

IT IS, THEREFORE, ORDERED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE AUSTIN INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT THAT:

The Board hereby establishes additional early voting by personal appearance as set forth on the attached Exhibit “A,” which is incorporated herein by reference as if fully set out in the body of this Order.  Early voting by personal appearance shall be conducted at such additional Branch Early Voting Mobile locations on the dates and at the times set forth in Exhibit “A.”
            Section 3.       Designation of Election Officials.   



Early Voting Ballot Board
The Presiding Judge of the Early Voting Ballot Board to count and return early voting ballots in accordance with the Texas Election Code shall be Jimmie Lou Ford who is eligible to serve in this capacity, and the Board specifically authorizes this appointment.  The Board hereby authorizes the appointment of Le Hill as the Alternate Presiding Judge. The Presiding Judge of the Early Voting Ballot Board shall appoint two election clerks, and such judge and clerks shall constitute the Early Voting Ballot Board and shall perform the duties set forth for such board in the Election Code.

Central Counting Station

The Board also authorizes the appointment of Gail Fisher as the Manager, Michael Winn as the Assistant Manager and Sam Caslberry as the Tabulation Supervisor of the Central Counting Station.

Section 4.  Cancellation of Joint Election Agreement with LISD.  The Board further approves the cancellation of the joint election agreement entered into with LISD to share polling places for the election because LISD expects to cancel its general election under the Texas Election Code.

Section 5.  Amendment of Joint Election Agreement.  The Agreement to Conduct Joint Elections Between Travis County, Barton Springs Edwards Aquifer Conservation, Austin Community College District, City of Austin and the District (“Joint Election Agreement”) previously adopted by the Board is amended as reflected in Exhibit B to this Order which is incorporated herein by reference for all purposes and the Board President is authorized to execute the agreement incorporating those amendments.

Section 6.  Authorization to Execute.  The President of the Board is authorized to execute and the Secretary of the Board is authorized to attest this Order on behalf of the Board; and the President of the Board is authorized to do all other things legal and necessary in connection with the holding and consummation of the Election.
