Restructuring and Funding of Austin Partners in Education (EL-3)

RECOMMENDATION

That the Board approve and fund the Proposed Strategic Plan for 2004-2008 for Austin Partners in Education and create a staff position that would be seconded to the new APIE Texas Uniform Unincorporated Non-Profit Association (TUUNA).

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Board Trustees considered this item in the March 22, 2004 Board Dialogue. A copy of the Proposed Strategic Plan for 2004-2008 for Austin Partners in Education was included in the Board’s packet for that Dialogue.

Austin Partners in Education (APIE) was founded in 1983 by the Austin Independent School District (AISD) and the Greater Austin Chamber of Commerce (GACC), with the purpose of encouraging businesses, community organizations, and individuals to partner with public schools in enhancing the overall quality of education.  APIE now has more than 2,500 partnerships involving all AISD campuses, and the total value of contributions has approached $100 million. 

Under the proposed new structure, APIE will enhance its stature and fund-raising capability by becoming a legal entity under the Texas Uniform Unincorporated Non-Profit Association Act. In addition, APIE will obtain a tax-exempt status under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Federal Internal Revenue Code. Also, the Greater Austin Chamber of Commerce will commit to contribute $200,000 each year for 4 years to support mentoring and tutoring.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

This would increase the District’s contribution to the Austin Partners in Education’s budget from the current $280,880 to $500,000. A new staff position would be created and seconded to the new TUUNA.
