RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees of the Austin Independent School District review proposed revisions to Magnet Policy EGA (Local) and provide recommendations for future action.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

In 2001, the Board of Trustees revised policy EGA (Local) Curriculum Development: Innovative and Magnet Programs.  This policy outlined the Board’s commitment to academic magnet programs, stated the purpose and student expectations, detailed administrative responsibilities, and addressed curriculum development.  On November 28, 2001, the Board of Trustees voted to merge the Johnston Liberal Arts Academy and the LBJ Science Academy magnet programs at LBJ High School.  Recent changes in the administrative structure at LBJ High School as well as improvements in the list of student expectations recommended by the magnet directors now merit a new revision to the policy.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS
Proposed revisions to policy EGA (Local) reflect recommendations stemming from the restructuring of the administration at LBJ High School and improvements to the student expectation statements.  The revisions provide clarity of administrative roles and responsibilities at LBJ High School and within the Liberal Arts and Science Academy, and include more rigorous student expectations.
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
