RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees award a contract, in the amount of $326,000 to Jordan-Whitfield, Inc. for renovations to Pillow Elementary School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On December 15, 2003, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of O’Connell Robertson & Associates, Inc. to provide architectural/engineering services for the general roofing repairs, the addition of two new outside air heat recovery systems, installation of new ductwork, and miscellaneous HVAC work, electrical work and associated ceiling replacement/repair at Pillow Elementary School as part of the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.  

Funds for this project are available from the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.  The total construction budget, exclusive of contingency funds, for all work scheduled at Pillow Elementary School is $324,000. 

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

This project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  A pre-bid conference was held at Pillow Elementary School on March 23, 2004, and a public bid opening was held in the offices of the AISD Construction Management Department on March 30, 2004.

One of the major objectives of the Health & Safety Bond Program was to improve indoor-air quality conditions in classroom areas.  The installation of the two new outside air heat recovery systems is intended to meet that objective.  For the Pillow project, a base bid was solicited that was based upon the use of one heat recovery unit that was preferred by District staff, and for comparison purposes, alternate bids were sought for the use of units from two other manufacturers.

In each case, the alternate bids received from all four responding contractors were greater than their respective base bids.  Consequently, the alternate bids are not included in the bid tabulation contained herein.

The low base bid of $326,000 is $2,000 over the established construction budget, however there are adequate funds within the Pillow project contingency budget to compensate for this overage. 

The contract documents require the work to be completed by August 15, 2004. 

The low bidder, Jordan-Whitfield, Inc. has completed similar projects for AISD and other school districts in Central Texas.  Verification of all references indicates the company is qualified to perform the work.
