BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On December 13, 2003, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of Jim Whitten Roof Consultants, Inc. to provide roof-consulting services for the roof repairs at Doss Elementary School Murchison Middle School and Anderson High School.

The existing roofing assembly over the cafeteria, gym and kitchen at Doss Elementary School, the corridor between the cafeteria and gym, the corridor between the gym and the administration wing, the center section of the 200-wing, the foyer and the entry canopy at Murchison Middle School and the weight room, the main gym, the boys’ and girls’ dressing/locker rooms and the main mechanical room at Anderson High School have numerous leaks and are beyond spot repairs. Roof leaks are chronic, disruptive to the occupants and are causing damage to interior materials and finishes.

The recommended approach to renovating these gravel-surfaced, built-up roofs is to salvage the  "R Value” of the existing roof insulation by “spudding” (removing) the gravel and installing a new heavyweight granule-surfaced, modified cap sheet over the existing built-up roof insulation, and installing new modified flashings. This assembly will provide the District with a ten-year manufacturer’s guarantee and a five-year contractor’s warranty for labor and materials.

The budget for these three schools was $178,000. The two recommended contracts total $159,469, which is $18,531 under the budget. Funding for this project is available through the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

The project was advertised in accordance with state law and board policy.  A mandatory pre-bid meeting for pre-qualified contractors was held on Tuesday, March 16, 2004, and a public bid opening was held on Tuesday, March 23, 2004, at 2:00 P.M. in the offices of the Construction Management Department.
