RECOMMENDATION
Approval to amend Board Policy GKA (Local) to replace the term “property” with the term “premises.” 




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

School “property” in the Texas Education Code § 37.124(c)(3) is defined to include “a public school campus or school grounds on which a public school is located and any grounds or buildings used by a school for an assembly or other school-sponsored activity.”  Although a school’s “property” logically includes its parking lots, the Texas Penal Code § 46.035(f)(3) explicitly excludes “any public or private driveway, street, sidewalk or walkway, parking lot, parking garage, or other parking area” from the term school “premises.”  

Except for peace officers and authorized security guards, school personnel or other individuals who are licensed to possess handguns are not allowed to possess such firearms on school premises, but may be allowed to do so on other school property, such as a parking lot. 


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


Changing the word “property” to “premises” brings District policy into alignment with state law.
