	TAKS Required Improvement (RI):  If gains from prior year (at 1 SEM level) are sufficient to meet the Acceptable standard in 2 years, the district or campus will be rated Academically Acceptable.

TAKS Exceptions Provisions:  If 6 to 10 TAKS “cells” are evaluated for ratings, a district or campus may be eligible for one “exception” if observed cell performance is no more than 5 percentage points below the Acceptable standard.  Performance on all non-TAKS measures and non-excepted cells must meet Acceptable or better standards.  If 11 to 15 cells are used, then up to 2 exceptions may be granted; if 16 or more are used, then a maximum of 3 exceptions may be granted to avoid an Unacceptable rating.  Exceptions cannot be repeated for the same cell two years in a row.  Improvement plans must specifically address performance in any “excepted” cell(s).
