RECOMMENDATION
That the Board of Trustees award a contract in the amount of $58,600 to Newman Sports Flooring for removal and replacement of the hardwood floor in the large gymnasium at Dobie Middle School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The hardwood flooring in the large gymnasium at Dobie Middle School is the original material installed in 1972. Thirty-two years of use and water damage over time from roof and skylight leaks, along with subsequent repair and sanding, has deteriorated the flooring to the degree that it is no longer repairable.  

Bid documents to remove the existing flooring and replace it with new maple flooring were prepared by Bill Moellendorf, Architect for the Construction Management Department.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

The project was advertised as required by state law and in accordance with Board policy.  A public bid opening was held on Thursday, April 1, 2004, at 10:30 AM and the following bids were received:
