RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees award a contract in the amount of $284,500, to the Barr Company for renovations to Norman and Ortega Elementary Schools and Johnston High School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On December 1, 2003, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of Austin Architecture Plus, Inc. to provide architectural/engineering services at three schools as part of the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.  The work scheduled at Ortega and Johnston includes the re-establishing the seals at the perimeter of certain windows and window lites where sealing and glazing compounds had deteriorated.  At Norman and Johnston, the work includes the resealing of exterior masonry walls and the replacement of sealant at exterior expansion/control joints.  At Ortega, the classroom windows scheduled for repair and re-glazing were deteriorated to the point that they require replacement.

Funds for this project are available from the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.  The total construction budget, exclusive of contingency funds, for all work scheduled at Norman and Ortega elementary schools and Johnston High School is $364,309. 

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

This project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  Pre-bid conferences were held starting at Ortega Elementary School and proceeding to the other two schools on April 4, 2004, and a public bid opening was held in the offices of the AISD Construction Management Department on April 14, 2004. A tabulation of bids received is attached as Exhibit “A”
The base bid included the replacement of all of the windows in the original section of the 100- and 200-classroom wings at Ortega Elementary School.  For purposes of budget management, alternate additive bid No.1 was taken for the replacement of the original windows in the cafeteria at Ortega.  Alternate bid No. 2 was for the replacement of all of the existing horizontal blinds where the windows will be replaced at Ortega.

The Barr Company was the low bidder on the base bid and all alternate bids combined. Awarding a contract that includes the recommended alternate bids will allow all the deteriorated original windows to be replaced at Ortega.

The contract documents require the work to be completed by August 15, 2004. 

The low bidder, The Barr Company, has recently completed the Noack Field Sports Complex and other similar projects for AISD and other school districts in Central Texas.  Verification of references indicates the company is qualified to perform the work.
