BACKGROUND INFORMATION


A vital part of Austin ISD’s literacy initiative is providing extensive training for teachers in writing theory and classroom strategies through the three-week seminar known as Capital City Writes, a site of the New Jersey Writing Project.  Since 1993, sessions have been offered for teachers and administrators.  During the 1996-97 school year, the District’s Language Arts Task Force chose the New Jersey Writing Project in Texas as the preferred model of professional development for composition theory and strategy instruction.  Beginning in 1997, the District became a site, Capital City Writes, trained 20 trainers, has sponsored several sessions per summer, special sessions for teachers in year-round schools, and follow-up sessions throughout the school year.


The New Jersey Writing Project in Texas encourages publication from teachers as evidenced by the anthologies and professional articles published by participants.  Currently over 900 professionals in the District have received this initial training as well as participated in the ongoing follow-up sessions.


The New Jersey Writing Project in Texas recently recognized Dottie Riemer, principal of Casey Elementary; Marcia Rossi, principal of Hill Elementary; and Sheila Anderson, principal of Small Middle School, for exemplary leadership in literacy instruction in the state at its annual conference in Houston, Texas, by honoring them with the Principal’s A-Honor Roll Award.
