RECOMMENDATION

Board of Trustees review and approve the proposed Second Amendment to Children’s/AISD Student Health Services Agreement.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION


In September of 1996, AISD entered into a contractual agreement with the Daughters of Charity Health Services of Austin d/b/a Children’s Hospital of Austin (CHOA) to manage and operate school health services for the district.  Through the program, CHOA has provided services to students based upon an extensive campus-by-campus needs assessment.  All AISD campuses have the services of registered nurses (RN’s) and School Health Assistants (SHA’s) based upon needs assessment and available funds. 


The original contract approved by the Board of Trustees in 1996, with approval of the first amendment to AISD Student Health Services Agreement in 1999; which extended the services through July 31, 2004.  In order for services to continue through July 31, 2009, the Board of Trustees must approve the Second Amendment to AISD Student Health Services Agreement (Attachment A).


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


The partnership formed between AISD and CHOA has been a successful one.  Each year services to campuses have increased.  The contract has been mutually agreed upon by AISD staff, Seton staff, and respective attorneys.  

By approving this amended agreement, the Board is in no way committing to a particular level of service, resulting in possible budget increases.  All decisions about the level of service provided through this agreement remain at the discretion of the Board of Trustees as annual budget decisions are made.
