RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees award a contract, in the amount of $477,000 to McCall Construction, Inc. for the new restroom building and parking lot expansion at the Ellie Noack Field Sports Complex.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On December 7, 1998, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of Carter-Burgess as the prime design firm and civil engineer for the construction of the Ellie Noack Field Sports Complex as part of the 1996 Bond Program.  Morales & Associates Architects was selected by Carter-Burgess to provide architectural design services for the project.

On June 24, 2002, the Board of Trustees approved a contract with the Barr Company for the construction of the project.  The project was bid with a base bid and two alternate additive bids, one of which was to construct a secondary restroom and storage building near the football/soccer fields.  Due to budget concerns at the time, the alternate bid was not recommended to the Board for approval.

After a full year of operation, it has become apparent that the second set of restrooms is needed at the complex.  There is also a great demand for additional parking in excess of the 110 spaces provided with the original construction.  Available funds within the 1996 Bond Program have been identified to address these deficiencies.

Because of firm’s previous involvement in the original Noack Field Sports Complex project, and the unavailability of the original prime design firm, Morales & Associates Architects was selected to provide architectural/engineering services for the new restroom and parking lot expansion.  The work scheduled at the complex includes a new men’s and women’s restroom building located adjacent to the soccer and football fields.  The building will also include a changing room, shower and restroom for the game officials, additional storage closet, and an equipment storage room for the maintenance staff.  The work also expands the existing parking lot to include 52 additional parking and handicapped spaces.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

This project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  A pre-bid conference was held at the Ellie Noack Field Sports Complex on April 15, 2004, and a public bid opening was held in the offices of the AISD Construction Management Department on April 29, 2004.  

Seven bids were received on the project, and a tabulation of the bids are shown on Exhibit ‘A’. 

Staff recommends awarding a contract to McCall Construction, Inc. for the base bid amount of $477,000, which is within the available funding designated for the project.

The contract documents require the work to be completed within 120 calendar days of contract award. 

The low bidder, McCall Construction, Inc., has been in business in the Austin area since 1991 and has completed work for the Barton Creek Club and has completed various religious and educational   projects throughout Central Texas.  This will be their first project working with AISD.  Verification of all references indicates the company is qualified to perform the work.
