BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Texas Art Education Association Visual Arts Scholastic Event is designed to recognize exemplary student achievement in the visual arts by providing art students and programs a standard of excellence in which to achieve.

At the regional meet, each student was assigned eight minutes with a judge.  The interview was private and the judge completed a juror’s form on each student that was one-third weighted on the student’s interview and two-thirds weighted on the work of art.  The components on the form were based on the essential elements in art for the State.

Students were not competing against each other at this level, so as many ratings of four were given as were earned.  Every student receiving a rating of four received a medal.  All students were given copies of their rating sheets with suggestions and positive feedback included.  All student pieces that received a four rating were placed in the correct class and the top 10% of Division I and II, and the top 15% of Division III and IV were selected to go to the state meet at the University of Houston, Clear Lake, Texas on April 2, 3, 2004.

At the state meet, judges reviewed the work and the student statements attached to the work.  No interviews were conducted.  Judges rated the work and all ratings of four were declared first place All-State Art.  Students and teachers were honored at an awards ceremony where students received draped medals.
