RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees award a contract, in the amount of $124,990, to Wattinger Company for HVAC renovations at Linder Elementary School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On November 11, 2002, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of Fields & Associates to provide architectural/engineering services for the general renovations at Linder Elementary School.

 The scope of the HVAC renovation work at Linder includes providing supplemental conditioned fresh air to classrooms, and modifying ventilation of under-floor crawl space. Other work in the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program at Linder includes improvements to roof drainage and flashings at various areas, and resealing exterior wall expansion joints; however, these scope items are being bid under a separate package.  

Funds for this project are available from the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.  The construction budget established for this  project  is  $162,250, exclusive of the construction, project, and program contingencies.

ADMINISTRATION CONSIDERATION

This project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  A pre-bid conference was held at Linder Elementary  School on April 23, 2003, at 2:00 pm., and a public bid opening was held in the offices of the AISD Construction Management Department on April 29, 2003 at 2:00 pm.

A tabulation of bids received is as follows:

The low bid of $124,990 is within the established budget for HVAC and ventilation renovations.

During the design development phase of this project, the  consultants were not fully able to develop a scope of work for the roofing improvements and exterior expansion joint sealant work, without causing a delay to the project.  In order to maintain the  schedule, requiring all interior HVAC work to be completed by the end of the summer, it is recommended that a contract specific to the HVAC work be awarded separately. 

The Construction Management Department and the design consultants have subsequently developed a scope of work that will address the roofing and sealant issues recommended in the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program. This portion of work will be advertised and bid separately. Award of contract for the roof and sealant work is expected on June 23. A sufficient amount remains uncommitted in the established construction budget to complete this portion of the work.   The current schedule requires all interior work to be finally complete by August 13.

The low bidder, Wattinger Company, has completed similar HVAC projects for AISD and other school districts in Central Texas, and verification of references indicates the company is qualified to perform the work.
