RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees award a contract, in the amount of $134,000 to L.D. Tebben Co. Inc., for the roofing Improvements at Brentwood and Highland Park elementary schools.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On December 13, 2003, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of Edis Oliver & Associates to provide roof-consulting services for the roof improvements at Brentwood and Highland Park elementary schools.

The original scope of work identified in the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program for each of the schools was as follows:  at Brentwood, make modifications to improve roof drainage and replace roof-flashing systems at Library and Cafeteria; and at Highland Park, make modifications to improve roof drainage and replace roof-flashing systems at Gym, Administration area and the 200- and 400-Classroom Wings.

Prior to developing plans and specifications addressing this work, the consultant was requested by the AISD Construction Management Department to perform a complete assessment of the existing roof conditions at each school.  Upon completing those assessments, it became apparent that some adjustment to the original scope of work would be necessary in order to address the most egregious conditions and to prevent water infiltration into the buildings.

The current scope of work as adjusted for each school is as follows:  at Brentwood, replace roof and associated flashing systems with a new roof that has a 15-year NDL (no dollar limit) roofing manufacturer’s warranty over Cafeteria and Kitchen area; and at Highland Park, replace roof and associated flashing systems with a new roof that has a 15-year NDL (no dollar limit) roofing manufacturer’s warranty over the 400-Classroom Wing and associated canopies.
Funds for this work are available from the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.  The construction budget established for this project is $131,463, exclusive of the construction, project, and program contingencies. 

ADMINISTRATION CONSIDERATION

The project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  A pre-bid conference was held on Tuesday, May 4, 2004, and a public bid opening was held in the offices of the AISD Construction Management Department on May 11, 2004, at 3:00 PM.

The low bid of $134,000 is $2,537 over the established construction budget for the two projects, but there are sufficient funds available in the project’s contingency budget to offset the overage.  

The contract documents require the work to be completed by August 8, 2004.

The low bidder, L.D. Tebben Co. Inc., has completed similar projects for AISD. Verification of references indicates the company is qualified to perform the work.
