RECOMMENDATION

Board Approval to implement a consulting agreement (attached) with Leander ISD in compliance with the Technology Application Readiness Grant for Empowering Texas (TARGET) grant ID#263000221400133 for year two implementation.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Leander ISD and AISD have entered into a shared service agreement for the TARGET grant. AISD is the fiscal agent for the grant. AISD and Leander are currently ending year 1 of the TARGET shared service agreement. This consulting agreement is proposed to streamline the accounting procedures for both the Leander and Austin Independent School Districts. Leander ISD is scheduled to collect $62,856 in hardware, software, online subscriptions, professional development services, and payroll costs as a member of the TARGET grant shared services agreement. It has been agreed that each district will be better served if Leander ISD is able to make stipend payments to its own teachers and use its own vendors to purchase hardware and peripherals that are compliant with Leander ISD needs and specifications. The proposed amount to be paid to Leander ISD is $62,856. The application for year 2 continuation funds as been submitted to TEA. This agreement is contingent upon receiving a notification of award for year 2. There are no foreseeable reasons as to why AISD would not receive continuation funds. Notification of award will be late June with a July 1 start date for the grant. TEA expects all activities to start July 1. 


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

AISD has entered into consulting agreements for shared services for grant programs in the past with Leander ISD. Each entity is better served with this arrangement. This arrangement allows for a more streamlined approach to purchasing and will not be an added burden on AISD payroll or purchasing.
