RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees award a contract, in the amount of $74,688 to Ceda-Tex Services, Inc. for the renovations at O. Henry Middle School and Austin High School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On December 8, 2003, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of Harris Architects to provide architectural/engineering services at O.Henry Middle School and Austin High School.  The work scheduled at O. Henry includes resealing the exterior masonry walls and replacing the sealant at exterior expansion/control joints, and re-establishing the seal at perimeter windows where sealant/glazing compound has deteriorated.  The work scheduled at Austin High includes replacing the joint sealant compound between the exterior concrete wall panels and re-establishing the seal at perimeter windows where sealant/glazing compound has deteriorated.

Funds for this project are available from the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.  The total construction budget, exclusive of contingency funds, for all work scheduled at O. Henry Middle School, and Austin High School is $161,544. 

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

This project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  A pre-bid conference was held at both Austin High School and O. Henry Middle School on May 6, 2004.  A public bid opening was held in the offices of the AISD Construction Management Department on May 13, 2004.

Three bids were received on the project, a tabulation of which is as follows:

The low Base Bid of $74,688 submitted by Ceda-Tex Services is within the budget established for this project.  

The contract documents require the work to be completed within 60 calendar days of contract award, or by August 2, 2004. 

The low bidder, Ceda-Tex Services, Inc., has been performing work in the Austin and Central Texas area since 1998.  They have completed renovation work at Anderson High School, House Park, and Nelson Field; and constructed the new Ticket Booth at the Ellie Noack Field Sports Complex.  They also performed drainage improvements at Cunningham Elementary and Travis High School.  Verification of references indicates the company is qualified to perform the work.
