And Tejas LEE scores at 1ST Grade = SD  on 1.2/A&B and 1.3 / E&F , 2ND  Grade SD 2.1 and DRA scores below the following levels: K<A, 1stGrade < 4, 2nd Grade < 16

Students are accepted into this program by recommendation by Special Education Coordinators, and by Special Education Teachers, outside of the ARD process.  The program focuses on reading and not social skills.

Students must be enrolled in AISD and retained to qualify for free enrollment.  Other students who wish to attend must pay a tuition of $230.

Gear Up will provide 9th grade students opportunities to accelerate their progress towards graduation and to prepare for college admission.

All students must be enrolled in AISD to qualify for enrollment.
